Reformation Day is coming!  Reformation Day is coming! October 31
st
 is the actual Reformation Day 

but many Lutheran and other churches celebrate it on the Sunday before.  This year it falls on 

October 30. On October 31, 1517, a German Monk by the name of Martin Luther was fed up with 

the Catholic Church at that time because of the selling of indulgences instead of preaching the free 

grace of God for all people. He put up 95 theses to protest against this act. This caused him to be 

excommunicated from the church. This is how the Lutherans began, which also began other 

Protestant movements. The Lutheran message was simpleñwe are saved by Godõs grace alone 

through faith in Christ not by our works. Luther was not saying good works were not important. 

They just did not earn us our salvation. Good works are just the result of being free and forgiven by 

God through Jesus. All glory goes to God alone, not us. 

What is exciting is that we are close to the 500 year celebration of this event. The Lutheran World 

Federation (LWF) and the Catholic Church will hold a joint ecumenical commemoration of the 

Reformation on 31 October 2016 in Lund, Sweden. The joint ecumenical event will take place in the 

city of Lund in anticipation of the 500th Reformation anniversary in 2017. It will highlight the solid 

ecumenical developments between Catholics and Lutherans and the joint gifts received through 

dialogue. They will be focusing on what we have in common as Christians. We will have a big 

Reformation service here on Sunday, October 30
th

 at the 11 oõclock service. 

Wednesday nights I will also be starting a study on Lutherõs Small Catechism at 7 pm. All are invited!
